May 21 - Cairo

Arrive this morning at Cairo International Airport, where you will be met and assisted
by your All Africa Expeditions guide. Your guide will transfer you to your hotel, the
Ramses Hilton, where you may enjoy views of the Nile and the Pyramids, fine cuisine,
and convenience to sightseeing and shopping.

Overnight at the Ramses Hilton. (B, B)

May 22 - Cairo

This morning, you will enjoy breakfast at the hotel before your full-day tour. Visit the
Egyptian Museum of Antiquities, the Citadel & Mosques, and the Khan El Khalili
Bazaars. During your tour, enjoy lunch at a local restaurant. After your day of
sightseeing, return to the Ramses Hilton to overnight.

Overnight at the Ramses Hilton. (B, L, D)

May 23 - Cairo/Aswan/MS Ti-Yi

Enjoy another fine breakfast at hotel before transferring to Cairo Airport for your flight
to Aswan. Here, you will be met and assisted with your transfer the MS Ti-Yi, your
cruise ship for the next four days. Have lunch on board the ship. This afternoon, relax
onboard a felucca as you sail to the Elephantine Islands to visit the Botanical Gardens
and the Mausoleum of Agha Khan. Return to the ship for dinner, and take a good
night’s sleep as the vessel sails to your next point of disembarkation.

Overnight on board the MS Ti-Yi. (B, L, D)

May 24 - MS Ti-Yi

Have breakfast on board before disembarking to visit the High Dam, Granite Quarries,
and the Philae Temples. Return to the boat for lunch while you are sailing to Kom
Ombo. Here, visit the Temple of Sobek. Return to the ship, which will continue
towards Edfu, as you have dinner and another restful night onboard.

Overnight on board the MS Ti-Yi. (B, L, D)

May 25 - MS Ti-Yi

This morning, take breakfast on the ship before a visit to the Temple of Horus at Edfu.
When you get back to the boat, it will sail immediately for Esna. Have lunch on board
and enjoy an afternoon at leisure. You may curl up with a book in the reading room,
play cards in the game room, sunbathe by the pool, go jogging on the open-air track or
work out in the gym, have a massage, check your e-mail and send greeting from the
Nile at the Internet café, shop in the boutique or gift shop, or get a new “do” in the
salon. Have another wonderful dinner in one of the restaurants onboard.

Overnight on board the MS Ti-Yi. (B, L, D)

May 26 - MS Ti-Yi/Luxor/Cairo

After breakfast, sail to Luxor after passing the Esna Lock. Disembark in Luxor and
transfer to the airport for your flight back to Cairo. You will be met and assisted for
your transfer to the Hilton Pyramids Golf Resort.

Overnight at the Hilton Pyramids Golf Resort. (B, L, D)



May 27 - Cairo

Enjoy breakfast at the resort before your full-day visit to the Pyramids and Sphinx at
Giza, and the Egyptian Museum of Antiquities. Lunch will be taken at a local
restaurant during your tour. Return to the hotel for dinner and the night.

Overnight at the Hilton Pyramids Golf Resort. (B, L, D)

May 28 - Cairo/U.S.

This morning, have breakfast at the hotel before checking out. Then, you will be
transferred to Cairo International Airport for your flight home or your extension to
Jordan.

May 28 - Cairo/Amman/Petra

This morning, have breakfast at the hotel before checking out. Then, you will be
transferred to Cairo International Airport for your flight to Amman. Here, you will be
met and assisted with your transfer to Petra and your accommodation for the night.
Enjoy dinner at the hotel.

Overnight at the Golden Tulip KingOs Way Hotel.  (B)

May 29 - Petra

After breakfast at the hotel, enjoy a full day exploring the city of Petra. You will enter
the “siq”, a crevice once lined with idols that protected the city, on horseback, the
traditional mode of entry. You will ride through the canyon for almost a mile before it
opens to city’s wonders. The siq's ethereal qualities separate Petra from the more
mundane and solid surrounding of the outside world. If you walk through the
shadowed siq at twilight, listen for the evening owl, once the symbol of the city.

Transfer back to the hotel for an early dinner, and then return to the city. You are
fortunate to be in Petra on a Thursday, for this evening, you will be privileged to
experience the city by candlelight. The tour will begin at 8:30 p.m., and will be quite
thrilling, as Petra is especially evocative at night. Return to the hotel for the night.
Overnight at the Golden Tulip KingOs Way Hotel.  (B)

May 30 - Petra/Amman/Cairo

This morning, have breakfast at the hotel before your transfer to Amman. On arrival in
Amman, transfer to the airport for your flight to Cairo. On arrival in Cairo, transfer to
your hotel for the night.

Overnight at the Hilton Pyramids Golf Resort. (B)

May 31 - Cairo/U.S.

After breakfast at the hotel, transfer to the Cairo International Airport and connecting
flights back to the U.S.
